st
 in a string of small, regional banks to fail this 

year.  

FDIC spokesman Andrew Gray said the agency expects 

the number of failed banks to exceed last year‟s total of 

140. Fortunately there is some improvement in some 

financial areas

“The softened message is 

probably meant for the Muslim world, said Carl Esbeck, 

professor of law at the University of Missouri. Obama, 

seeking to repair relations fractured by 9/11, is telling 

Islamic countries that America is not interfering with 

their internal matters, he said. He also said. “As with all 

diplomatic decisions, the move is a gain and a loss. 

Other countries may interpret the change as a sign that 

America is backing down from championing a robust, 

expansive view of religious freedom, which if true 

would be a loss.”
