The worst
flooding has struck lowa, but evacuations have also
affected flooded sections of Indiana, Wisconsilindis,

and Minnesota.

When it comes to the sealing of the 144,000, wenoft
guote from Revelation chapter seven:

Revelation 7:1 — 3 “And after these things | saw four
angels standing on the four corners of the eadfdiig
the four winds of the earth, that the wind shoutd n
blow on the earth, nor on the sea, nor on any tree.
And | saw another angel ascending from the eastnpa
the seal of the living God: and he cried with adaoice
to the four angels, to whom it was given to hue garth
and the sea, Saying, Hurt not the earth, neithersta,
nor the trees, till we have sealed the servantaiofGod
in their foreheads.”

In comparing the Seal of God with the Mark of theaBt
we discovered that the commandments of God are
crucially involved.

Actually this story of their corporate sealing @aihd in
MS 126, 1901, and also in 1BC 1107, and is clearly
associated with the ‘book of the law:’

“When they were requested to decide whether they could
agree to all the conditions given, they unanimously consented
to obey every obligationThey had already consented to
obey God’s commandmenfBhe principles of the law
were now particularized that they might know howcmu
was involved in covenanting to obey the laind they
accepted the specifically defined particulars @ kw.”

“If the Israelites had obeyed God’s requirements, they would
have been practical Christians. They would have been happy;
for they would have been keeping God’'s ways, and not
following the inclinations of their own natural hearts. $de

did not leave them to misconstrue the words of the Lottt or
misapply His requirement$de wrote all the words of the
Lord in a book thathey might be referred to afterward. In
the mountain he had written thems Christ Himself
dictated them.

“Bravely did the Israelites speak the words promising
obedience in the Lord, after hearing His covenant read in the
audience of the people. They said, ‘All that the Lord hatth sai
will we do, and be obedientThen the people were set
apart and sealed to God

They were not sealed when brought out of Egypt, nor
when receiving the ten, but later when they acakpte
the words “written in a book.”

Still later the ancient Israelites succumbed to-sirhe
