In his first presentahe
gave his reasons for suggesting serious financial
difficulties for all U.S. citizens next SeptembectGber.

He wisely left a window open for questioning his
conclusion, but definitly showed reasons for cautio
When you watch his DVDs you will thrill at this &u
SDA believer’'s knowledge, warnings, and sincerety.
